Making a Quiz Available for Students

Once a quiz is created, you can make it available for students to take through the Content Areas. Assessment properties, such as availability and presentation options, are all managed through the Content area where the test appears to Students

Step 1:
Click on the Content Area where you want to add a test link [image: image1.png]Course O
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Step 2:        Click the Test icon at the top of the page. [image: image2.png]g Test




Step 3:
Choose which test you would like to add or create a new test (see tip sheet on creating tests)
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Step 4:       Click submit.

Step 5:       Click on Modify the test options to set availability.
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Step 6:       Edit or Update the test information. Select whether it will open in a new window.
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Step 7:       Choose the options that you want applied to the test/survey.

Step 10:       Click Submit
Allow students to take the test an unlimited amount of times.








Set the test link to be visible/invisible to students. The Display After/Display Until will override this option





Set a time limit for the test. 





Do not allow students to close and re-open the test.





Click yes to have the test open in a new window.





The description should be concise and clear. This is what the student will see when they take the test





Once you make a test available it will no longer show in this list.





Click on Modify the Test Options to make a test available.





If necessary, re-name the test. This title should be as clear as possible








Click on Modify the test to edit a test (see Creating a Test tip sheet)








Set a time limit for the student to complete the test.





You can control the display dates of the content. 





Click on the Display After checkbox to set the day/time the content appears to students


Click on the Display Until checkbox to set the day/time the announcement will disappear for students


You can modify/change this option at any time.





Enter a password for students in order to take the test.  You will need to give students the password in order to have them open the test





If Detailed Results, Correct Answers, and Feedback enabled is selected, the appropriate correct answer reply or incorrect answer reply appears, as well as the above options. 








If Show correct answers is selected, each question displays the correct answer.











If the detailed result option is specified, correct answers are displayed with a check mark and incorrect answers are indicated with an X.








If All at Once is selected, the entire Assessment will appear on one screen for the Student.





If Question is selected, the assessment will display one question at a time. Students will be given navigation tools to move between questions.





If Prohibit Backtracking is click, students can not return to questions they have already answered.





If Randomize Questions is selected, the questions will display in a random order each time the assessment is taken.
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
