Viewing the Class Results for a Quiz or Survey

Viewing the analysis for Blackboard Assessments can provide you with a percentage breakdown of each question.  By viewing the information, an instructor can see if concepts were understood, and gather a record of short answers, as well as gathering a class opinion.

Step 1:
Click on the Gradebook link in Assessment area of Control Panel. 
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Step 2:        Click on the Assessment Name at the top of the spreadsheet.
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Step 3:
Click on Item Detailed Statistics.
