Power Point Presentation on ‘The Jungle’ by Upton Sinclair

Objectives: You will create a power point presentation on ‘The Jungle’ by Upton Sinclair. You will apply critical-thinking skills to organize and use information acquired from a variety of sources including electronic technology, using primary and secondary sources, media and analyzing information by comparing, contrasting, identifying cause-and-effect relationships and making generalizations.
Content needs to include the following:

1. Imagine that you live in a time when you could go to a restaurant or grocery store knowing that there were no rules or restrictions on how food could be processed, stored and shipped.  What would be your level of confidence as a consumer in this situation?  What would be your best possible solution?
2. President Theodore Roosevelt was initially suspicious of Upton Sinclair and the message of 'The Jungle' because of Sinclair's socialist attitude.  Because of his suspicions, what measures did the president take to prove or disprove 'The Jungle'?  Decipher why President Roosevelt did not allow an 'all out' release to the public of his findings?
3. Upton Sinclair saw the atrocities that were taking place in the meat packing industry, as well as other food related industries, and he wrote 'The Jungle' to bring to light all of these horrible things.  Create a diagram that shows the cause & effect relationship of the following:  Upton Sinclair's 'The Jungle, the meat packing industry in the years leading up to 1906, legislation specifically related to the food & drug industries, consumer confidence in beef and other meat products.  What would have happened to many more people if muckrakers like Upton Sinclair had not stood up for the right things?  What is your responsibility in society if you see an injustice taking place?  Are you aware of any issues around you that need to be addressed and dealt with?  What steps of action can you take to make a difference in your own life or the lives of others with regard to making a positive change?  In recent years there has been pressure put on the fast food industry to make changes.  What are these changes and how does this recent reform compare and contrast to the reforms of the early 1900's?
4. You must demonstrate an understanding of: poverty, corruption, muckraking, journalists, wage slavery, Upton Sinclair, Meat Inspection Act, Pure Food & Drug Act of 1906, Food & Drug Administration, Theodore Roosevelt, and socialism, as the students will be required to incorporate each of these terms, people & legislation into their presentation.
Visuals must include:

1. 3 Photographs about the issues raised in The Jungle
2. 2 Excerpts from The Jungle, and you must interpret them

3. 1 Political Cartoon about this era in U.S. History and you must interpret it.
